Definitely, there are less of bombastic and
epic orchestrations this time. Also, the cover artwork as well as the whole booklet-
concept, has been done in dark manner but once again wrapped in romantic-gothic
aura. That’s actually the trademark of NA . Here and there, you can also notice creepy
effects all together with the narrator introduction. Duo, behind the mast of Nox
Arcana, has once again proved that still they have a great sense for originality and that
their ideas are still coming even after 10 releases so far. | dare to say that this is their
most creepy and eerie record ’till date.
